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For Parents

Camp Rules 

Happy Hollow is a Christian camp and conduct and dress should reflect a Christ-like 
attitude. All staff members and campers are expected to dress modestly.  The following 
are the rules concerning clothing and other items:  

• Tight or overly loose clothing will not be allowed.
• Long pants are recommended for safety's sake, but knee length shorts will be

permitted
• No bare midriffs or wide armhole athletic shirts
• Shoes must be worn at all time, except when playing sand volleyball or swimming
• No tobacco is allowed at camp
• No knives or fireworks allowed
• Campers who drive their own cars must leave keys with the session director
• No TVs, radios, tape decks, CD players, cell phones or game gear
