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For Parents

We ask that parents discourage campers from bringing radios, MP3 players, Cell phones,
electronic devices etc. No one will be allowed to use the phone except for emergencies.
All calls must be approved by the director. Homesickness is generally not a reason to call
home. If your child damages camp property, parents will be asked to pay for the damage
(unless an accident). We believe taking care of camp property teaches respect. Parents,
please avoid picking up campers before Saturday morning. If a camper must leave before
Saturday, advance notice must be given to the camp director.

Camp Rrules

Happy Hollow is a Christian camp and conduct and dress should reflect a Christ-like
attitude. All staff members and campers are expected to dress modestly. The following
are the rules concerning clothing and other items:
